WHERE TO GO FOR ADULT HEPATITIS VACCINATION IN SAN FRANCISCO
The best place to be vaccinated is at your doctor's office because you can get the shots in the context of all of your health needs. Many health plans will pay for hepatitis A and B vaccines
for adults at high-risk. If you do not have insurance, if your insurance does not cover vaccination, or if you do not want to go to your regular physician for your hepatitis vaccination, the 
following organizations provide vaccination against hepatitis A and B, often at reduced price or a sliding scale. Please check directly with the clinic for up-to-date information.

* A total of 2 shots are needed for hepatitis A vaccine, 3 shots are needed for hepatitis B vaccine, and 3 shots for the combined hepatitis A & B vaccine.

We strongly recommend that you check with the clinics in advance to verify cost and vaccine availability.

HEPATITIS?

Hepatitis A:

•Household contacts of infected persons

•Sex partners of infected persons

•Persons who are HIV+, HCV+, chronically 
infected with Hepatitis B, or have chronic 
liver disease

•Persons with clotting-factor disorders 

•Persons traveling to countries where 

hepatitis A is common (everywhere except 
Canada, Western Europe, Japan, Australia, 

and New Zealand)

•Men who have sex with men

•Injecting and non-injecting drug users

Hepatitis B:

•Persons with more than one sex partner in a
6-month period

•Persons diagnosed with a sexually      
transmitted disease

•Men who have sex with men

•Sex partners of infected persons

•Injecting drug users

•Household contacts of infected persons

•Certain international travelers

•Persons who are HIV+, HCV+ or have 
chronic liver disease

•Health care and public safety workers who 
are exposed to blood 

•Hemodialysis patients & patients with 
renal disease
